2. RECEIVING YOUR DIPLOMA 

At many law schools, students do not receive their diplomas at 
commencement.  It is common for law schools to withhold students’ 
diplomas until all grades are final and each student has been cleared 
for graduation and certification to the Bar.  To help make 
commencement a special day for you and your families, USC Gould will 
distribute official diplomas at commencement.  In order to receive your 
diploma, you must first sign a form indicating that you agree to return 
the diploma if for some reason you do not meet all of the requirements 
for graduation.  Therefore, if you wish to receive your diploma at 
commencement, you must complete the form that you will receive 
when you check-in on commencement day. 
 
Note:  students in the Entertainment and Business Law certificate 
programs will NOT be able to receive their certificates at the 
ceremony.  Certificates will be mailed after the event.

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3. ANNOUNCEMENTS/INVITATIONS 
The law school Events Office will place ten (10) complimentary 
commencement announcements for the law school ceremony in your 
student mailbox in March.  A sign-up sheet will be available for those 
who need additional announcements.  Extras are limited and will be 
distributed by the Events Office.  Further instructions will be provided 
in a handout distributed with your announcements. 
 

4. CAPS AND GOWNS 
Instructions about renting a cap and gown through the USC Bookstore 
(beginning May 5) are included in the attached commencement 
brochure.  Be sure to order early, as they may run out of red doctoral 
(J.D.) gowns.  Please make sure you receive a dark purple (not 
lavender) hood and a yellow (not black) tassel. 
 
1. Beginning May 5 go to the 3rd floor “supply desk” at the USC 

bookstore and inform the staff member at the desk that you are a 
law graduate.  Note:  they will not be able to take your order until 
May 5. 

2. A bookstore staff member will take your measurements (height, 
weight and cap size) before giving you your regalia.  

3. Please make sure that you receive the RED doctoral gown, a DARK 
PURPLE (not lavender) hood and a YELLOW (not black) tassel. 

4. Doctoral regalia rents for $99.99. 
 
5. CORRECT PRONUNCIATION OF YOUR NAME 

3L Class President, Irene Tatevosyan, will be reading your name as 
you walk across the stage to get your diploma.  To ensure Irene reads 
your name correctly, she will be sending an email to all JD graduates 
about pronouncing your name.  If you have a name that you think she 
might mispronounce, please email Irene at 
Irene.tatevosyan.2014@lawmail.usc.edu with your name phonetically 
spelled.  If you like, include your telephone number and she will 
practice your name while you listen, or she will meet with you in 
person. 

 
6.  USC’s MAIN COMMENCEMENT CEREMONY 

The University’s main commencement ceremony will also take place on 
Friday, May 16th.  The ceremony will begin at 9:00 a.m. in Alumni Park 
(see attached brochure).  You are not required to attend the 
University ceremony in order to participate in the law school’s 
ceremony.

However, if you decide to attend the University’s main commencement 
ceremony, be sure to get to campus VERY EARLY and tell your friends 
and family to do the same (before 7 a.m. is best!)  Parking is at a 
premium, so the earlier you get to campus, the better. For the main 
ceremony, reserve your seats directly behind the graduates’ seats 
(behind the fountain).   
 
Note: Please sit with the general audience NOT with the graduates.   
 

7. USC GOULD COMMENCEMENT LOCATION 
• Our commencement ceremony will be held in Founders Park.  
• Graduate check-in and lineup will take place in Founders Park (see 

map on page 5 of this handbook).  This area will be well marked 
with law school signs.   

• Our post-ceremony reception will take place immediately 
following graduation in nearby Associates Park (see map on page 5 
of this handbook). 

 
8.  USC GOULD COMMENCEMENT DAY TIMELINE 

The Gould School of Law, like all other schools on campus, will hold its 
own satellite ceremony separate from the University’s main ceremony.  
The timeline is as follows:   
  
2:30 p.m.  Graduates assemble in Founders Park for check-in and  
  line-up (see map on page 5). 
3:00 p.m.    Family and friends may begin securing seats for 
  graduation – please do not try to find seats before  
  3:00 p.m., and we ask that your group take only the  
  seats they will use so we can accommodate everyone. 
3:30 p.m.    Commencement ceremony begins in Founders Park. 
4:45 p.m.  Commencement ceremony ends. 
 Reception begins in nearby Associates Park (see map on  
 page 5). 

o Mingle with friends and family, pick-up your 
diploma and class gift, and drop-off your cap and 
gown. 

6:00 p.m.   If you wish to make dinner reservations, we suggest  
  making them for 6:00 p.m. so you will have plenty of 
  time to take care of things at the reception.    

 
9. RAIN PLAN 

The ceremony and reception will take place rain or shine.  If the 
weather is so inclement as to be dangerous, a rain plan will go into 
effect.  Details of the rain plan will then be posted on the law school 
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website and an email will be sent to all graduates.  If you have 
questions regarding inclement weather prior to event day, contact the 
law school Events Office at 213.740.3841. 
 

10. PARKING 
Parking will be available free of charge and is on a first come, first 
served basis.  Disabled guests with blue, handicapped placards can 
park in designated handicapped parking spaces in the structures listed 
below.

• Gate 3 / Parking Structure X at the intersection of Figueroa and

110 (Harbor) North: 

• To park in Structure X (PSX) take the Exposition exit. Go straight through the 37th 
Street light. Keep left. Go under the freeway bridge. Cross Flower at the light and turn 
right at Figueroa. Turn left at the light on 35th Street. Enter campus at Gate 3 and park 
in Structure X (PSX).   

 
• To park in Structure 1 (PS1) take the Exposition exit. Go straight through the 37th 

Street light. Keep left. Go under the freeway bridge and turn left on Flower and then 
right at the structure entrance.

• To park in Structure 1 (PS1) take the Exposition exit. Turn left on Flower and then 

right at the structure entrance.  
 
• To park in Structure 2 (PS2) take the Exposition exit. Cross Flower at the light and 

turn right at Figueroa.  Turn right into the structure entrance (by Radisson Hotel). 
 

10 (Santa Monica) East:  
• To park in Structure D (PSD) take the Hoover exit, turn right at the light.  Go all the 

way to where Hoover ends at Jefferson.  Turn left on Jefferson and then right on Royal 
Street into Gate 4 and park in Structure D. 
  

• To park in Structure X (PSX) take the Hoover exit, turn right at the light. Go all the 
way to where Hoover ends at Jefferson. Turn left on Jefferson, right on Figueroa. Turn 
right on 35th Street. Enter campus at Gate 3 and park in Structure X (PSX). 

 
• To park in Structure 1 (PS1) take the Hoover exit, turn right at the light. Go all the 

way to where Hoover ends at Jefferson.  Turn left on Jefferson then right on Flower 
(continue on Flower past Structure 2), cross Exposition and 37th Street, then turn right 
into the structure. 

 
• To park in Structure 2 (PS2) take the Hoover exit, turn right at the light. Go all the 

way to where Hoover ends at Jefferson.  Turn left on Jefferson then right on Flower. 
Turn right into the structure.  

 
10 (Santa Monica) West:  

• To park in Structure D (PSD) take the Hoover exit.  Turn left on Hoover and go all the 
way to where Hoover ends at Jefferson.  Turn left on Jefferson and then right on Royal 
Street into Gate 4 and park in Structure D.  
 

• To park in Structure X (PSX) take the Hoover exit. Turn left on Hoover and go all the 
way to where Hoover ends at Jefferson. Turn left on Jefferson, right on Figueroa. Turn 
right on 35th Street. Enter campus at Gate 3 and park in Structure X (PSX).  

 
• To park in Structure 1 (PS1) take the Hoover exit. Turn left on Hoover and go all the 

way to where Hoover ends at Jefferson. Turn left on Jefferson, then right on Flower 
(continue on Flower past Structure 2), cross Exposition and 37th Street, then turn right 
into the structure. 

 
• To park in Structure 2 (PS2) take the Hoover exit. Turn left on Hoover and go all the 

way to where Hoover ends at Jefferson. Turn left on Jefferson, right on Flower and then 
right into the structure.  

 
 

405 (San Diego) South or North:  
• To park in Structure D (PSD) take the 405 to the 10 (Santa Monica Freeway).  Go east 

(Los Angeles) on the 10.  Take the Hoover exit, turn right at the light.  Go all the way to 
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where Hoover ends at Jefferson.  Turn left on Jefferson and then right on Royal Street 
into Gate 4 and park in Structure D.  

 
• To park in Structure X (PSX) take the 405 to the 10 (Santa Monica Freeway). Go east 

(Los Angeles) on the 10. Take the Hoover exit, turn right at the light. Go all the way to 
where Hoover ends at Jefferson. Turn left on Jefferson, right on Figueroa. Turn right on 
35th street.  Enter campus at Gate 3 and park in Structure X (PSX).  

 
• To park in Structure 1 (PS1) take the 405 to the 10 (Santa Monica Freeway). Go east 

(Los Angeles) on the 10. Take the Hoover exit, turn right at the light. Go all the way to 
where Hoover ends at Jefferson. Turn left on Jefferson, right on Flower (continue on 
Flower past Structure 2), cross Exposition and 37th Street, then turn right into the 
structure. 

 
• To park in Structure 2 (PS2) take the 405 to the 10 (Santa Monica Freeway). Go east 

(Los Angeles) on the 10. Take the Hoover exit, turn right at the light. Go all the way to 
where Hoover ends at Jefferson. Turn left on Jefferson, right on Flower and then right 
into the structure.  

 
101 (Hollywood/Ventura) South or North:  

• To park in Structure X (PSX) take the 101 to the 110 south. Take the Exposition exit. 
Cross Flower at the light and turn right at the light onto Figueroa. Turn left at the light 
on 35th Street. Enter campus at Gate 3 and park in Structure X (PSX).   

 
• To park in Structure 1 (PS1) take the 101 to the 110 south. Take the Exposition exit. 

Turn left on Flower and then right at the structure entrance.   
 
• To park in Structure 2 (PS2) take the 101 to the 110 south. Take the Exposition exit. 

Cross Flower at the light and turn right at the Figueroa light.  Turn right into the 
structure entrance (by Radisson Hotel). 

 
5 (Golden State/Santa Ana) South or North:  

• To park in Structure X (PSX) take the 5 to the 110. Go south on the 110. Take the 
Exposition exit. Cross Flower at the light and turn right at the light onto Figueroa. Turn 
left at the light on 35th Street. Enter campus at Gate 3 and park in Structure X (PSX).  

  
• To park in Structure 1 (PS1) take the 5 to the 110. Go south on the 110. Take the 

Exposition exit. Turn left on Flower and then right at the structure entrance.    
 
• To park in Structure 2 (PS2) take the 5 to the 110. Go south on the 110. Take the 

Exposition exit. Cross Flower at the light and turn right at the Figueroa light.  Turn right 
into the structure entrance (by Radisson Hotel). 
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12. USC GOULD CEREMONY 
Tickets 
You do NOT need tickets for our commencement ceremony.     
 
Attire 
Commencement is held outdoors in Founders Park. Some of the area 
will be shaded by trees, but please be prepared to sit in a non-shaded 
area.  We recommend sunscreen, sunglasses, hats, cool clothes and 
water.  Umbrellas used for shade will not be permitted in the 
audience because they block the view for others. 
 
We strongly advise all graduates to wear flat, comfortable shoes 
in order to navigate the rough grass and the steps leading up to the 
stage. 
 
Seating 
Your guests will be able to secure seats on a first come, first served 
basis.  Family and friends should be seated by 3:15 p.m.  We ask that 
your family and friends take only the seats they will use so that we are 
able to provide seating for everyone.   
 
Disabled Seating 
Please see page 10 of this handbook. 
 
Ushers 
Law staff members will be available to answer questions and direct 
your guests to water stations, restrooms, etc.  Staff ushers will be 
easily identifiable by their USC Gould shirts. 
  
Water 
Guests:  Bottled water will be available for purchase at nearby USC 
Commencement booths. Typically, commencement is a hot day. We 
recommend that guests bring extra bottles of water. Graduates:  
Bottles of water will be placed under each graduate’s chair at the 
ceremony. 
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Restrooms 
The closest restrooms are located in Taper Hall, Bovard and on 
Trousdale near the law school’s ceremony (see map on page 5 of this 
handbook).  
  
Balloons and Air Horns 
Balloons and air horns will not be permitted in the general area. 
 
Webcast 
Our graduation ceremony will be broadcast live over the internet.  The 
law school will also post the recorded webcast for viewing at a later 
date on the law school web page.  For more information and technical 
requirements: click “commencement” on the Events webpage and then 
select “current webcast”. 
 
Video 
Graduates and their family and friends will be able to purchase a DVD 
of the ceremony after the event. Online DVD orders will open at the 
end of March.  Please check the law school’s website (commencement 
page) for ordering information. 
 
Photography 
Professional photography service, Grad Images, will be at the 
ceremony taking pictures of each graduate on the stage as they shake 
hands with Dean Rasmussen.  Several days after the ceremony, the 
photographer will send, via regular mail and email, free color proofs to 
each graduate with an offer to purchase prints. 
 
Guests with cameras and video equipment will be permitted behind the 
roped-off areas.

If someone in your party will require disabled seating, please contact 
the law school Events Office in Room 475 no later than 12:00 noon on 
Monday, May 5th or call 213.740.3841 or email events@law.usc.edu.  
Disabled seating must be reserved through this office in advance and 
is limited to (2) people per graduate.   
 
Disabled guests with blue, handicapped placards can park in 
designated handicapped parking spaces in any of the campus parking 
structures. Disabled guests can also be dropped off at “Old Gate 2” 
which is located off of Figueroa Street.  This will be the closest drop off 
point to the law school's ceremony in Founders Park. The Events Office 
can provide you with a map to show you the drop-off location.  Stop 
by room 475 in the law school for more information. 
 
If your guest will require a wheelchair, we suggest that they bring 
their own or rent one in advance, as the law school and the University 
do not have wheelchairs.
